Reports of grants awarded by the Departament
d’Educacio i Universitats

Each year, the Departament d’Educacié i Universifats (Ministry of
Education and Universities) of the Generalitat de Catalunya (the
Catalan Government] announces a public competition for the
award of educational research grants. Recipients of grants are
required fo write a report at the end of each research period.
Several of these reports focus on aspects of Mathematical Education.

Publications

Professionals working in Catalonia write arficles, research studies
and more general texts on Mathematical Education for publications
all over the world. Several periodicals published here also contain
articles on Mathematical Education: Aula, Biaix, Butlleti de la
Societat Catalana de Matematiques, Cuadernos de Pedagogia,
Ensefanza de las Ciencias, Escola Catalana, Guix, Infancia,
Perspectiva Escolar, Revista de las Ciencias, Uno.

Training and teacher support activities

The Departament d’Educacié i Universitats, the Education Sciences
Institutes of the Catalan universities, the FEEMCAT and the Associations
of Mathematics Teachers, the Catalan Mathematical Society,
professional bodies, and teaching innovation units all organise
meetings, workshops, congresses, programs and fraining acfivities.

These institutions also undertake support actions for the teaching
of Mathematics in Catalonia. For instance, the Departament
d'Educacié i Universitats devises tests for assessing basic student
skills, with the goal of improving them, especially in the area of
Mathematics. Each academic year these tests are sent to all primary
and secondary schools.

Activities for the dissemination and promotion
of Mathematics

The Catalan Mathematical Society, the FEEMCAT and the
Associations of Mathematics Teachers, the Departament d’Educacié
i Universitats, and other public and private bodies organise a
variety of acfivities (such as Estalmat, Fem Matematiques, Problemes
a l'esprint, the Kangourou competition, the Mathematics Olympiad,
and so on) in order to foster interest in Mathematics among the
school population, disseminate mathematical knowledge, and
develop students” mathematical skills in general. A large number
of students take part in these activities.
